1. Begin by simplifying the human form with a contour line sketch 

2. Specifically isolate all areas that are shadowed and outline them

3. Deliberately hatch those defined areas of shadow

4. Locate areas of highlight that move to the edge of the human form and hatch the background or areas around that highlight to bring emphasis to it.

Do 5 sketches detailing your understanding of blocking those areas of shadow. Remember you are only separating Highlight from Shadow. Hatch the shapes of shadow.
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Notice the the simplicity of differentiating between what is a highlight and a shadow.

Notice: highlights on the edge of your subject matter are intensified when you darken the areas bordering those highlights
